Capitol prides itself on the stimulation its classes provide students, while still maintaining the convenience of online learning. Online classes combine synchronous (real-time), professor-led events with asynchronous learning sessions in which students access and study course material at their convenience. Online classes are also recorded, affording students the ability to review lectures and discussions at their convenience. Small class sizes, usually totaling around 20 students, foster an environment of discussion and a mutual sharing of ideas. 

The college offers numerous degrees online including, seven master’s degrees and a doctorate in information assurance. Students earning their bachelor’s degree in business administration, information assurance or management of information technology have the option of completing their final two years online. 

Workforce training and development is also available online through Capitol’s Critical Infrastructures and Cyber Protection Center. These courses are perfect for those looking to add value to their educational experience in the areas of critical infrastructure protection and homeland security.
